Manager’s Report 


Cash Summary by Fund Report was given to the Board for review.

June’s Investment and Bank Statements were given to the Board for review and initial.

Old Business

Sandland Farms – No update.

Drainage Issue at 6991 CR 2 – The Board will set up a date to get this taken care of.  Trustee Lange has an auger and the Board will do the work themselves.  Tina informed the Board to let her know what supplies are needed. 
CR 1-1 & Lee High Drive  - Tina reported that she had 5 yes’s, 3 no’s, and 9 have not responded.  Peter Kelley had to say no because the Village shut his water off and he had to annex in order to get his service back.  Shawn Albert said that Andrew Pilliod also annexed.  Joe Knepley reported that the Village turned his water off too, but he is not willing to sign annexation papers.  The Board agreed that they should focus on Lee High and only south of Lee High on 1-1.  Rick will have the engineer re do the plans and give a new estimate.  

Township Trustee Leu reported they contacted the prosecutor  to see if there was anything they could do to fight the annexation, but if there is no way to prove that the annexation will cause a hardship on the Township, then there is nothing they can do.  Mr. Leu also suggested looking into a temporary water source for the residents who get their service shut off, but has no desire to annex.  The District will check into any options that might be available.
Mr. Albert and Mr. Knepley were present and asked the Board for help in getting the facts to the residents on Lee High.  Trustee Kazmierczak suggested that we have a meeting over on Lee High for the residents and wanted to know if anyone was willing to offer their garage to hold a meeting in.  Mr. Albert said they could use his garage.  Trustee Kazmierczak suggested having it on Sunday and said he would deliver notices to the residents on Friday informing them of the meeting.  After further discussion:


Resolution 2011-35 was motioned by Trustee Kazmierczak, seconded by Trustee Fowler to hold an off-site meeting at 1192 Lee High Drive on Sunday, July 24, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.   Roll Call Vote:  Schultz, yes; Westmark, yes; Kazmierczak, yes; and Fowler, yes.  Motion Carried.     
New Business 
Trustee Westmark reported that the Murray property in Road 3/NEFC project is going to be sold by the Sherriff and wondered if we would be able to get the assessment on that property.  Tina said that if the property gets sold at the auction, then there should be no reason not to get it, because the new owner would assume the taxes and assessments.  However we should check into this further.
